named for Cohalan

High school seniors through-
out the Town of Islip can now
apply for theHonorable Peter
FoxCohalan Scholarship in
AmericanHistory, worth
$40,000.

The fundswill be awarded to
a studentwho plans to pursue
an undergraduate degree at an
accredited four-year college or
universitywith aminimumof 24
credit hours in American history
and/or American government,
according to a news release
issued byTheRobert David
LionGardiner Foundation.

The awardwill be distributed
in $10,000 increments per year
during a four-year course of
study.

“By establishing the annual
Honorable Peter FoxCohalan
Scholarship in AmericanHis-
tory, it is the hope of the Founda-
tion that the rich history and
heritage of Long Islandwill be
studied, researched, and inter-
pretedwith fresh and innovative
perspectives,” JosephR. At-
tonito, chairman of the board of
trustees of the foundation, said
in a statement.

Amaximumof three appli-
cantswill be accepted from each
high school in the town: Islip,
Central Islip,West Islip, East
Islip, Sachem,Hauppauge,
Connetquot, Bay Shore, Brent-
wood, Sayville, Bayport-Blue-
point and St. John the Baptist,
the news release states.

Requirements include a per-
sonal statement, official tran-
script and an academicwriting
sample of at least 10 pages on the
subject of Long Island history
and how it reflects NewYork
State andAmerican history.

Applications are due by
March 30 with notifications
sent out the first week of May
15. Full details about eligibility
and other requirements will be
provided to all Islip Town
school district superinten-
dents, high school principals,
and chairmen of history, hu-
manities, and social studies
departments.

Village board names
Broderick justice

The Village of Hempstead
board of trustees has appointed

Maxine Broderick to be a vil-
lage justice until April 3.

Broderick will finish out the
term of Ayesha Brantley, who
was elected to the Nassau
County Family Court, at a
part-time salary of $61,282. The
village’s four-year justice posi-
tion is up for election on
March 21.

The trustees approvedBroder-
ick’s appointment unanimously
during theirmeeting onTues-
day. Broderick attended the
meeting and thanked the
trustees in brief remarks.

Broderick is a village resi-
dent and registered Democrat
who has donated to several
campaigns, including Brant-

ley’s, and the Town of Hemp-
stead Democratic Committee,
according to campaign contri-
bution records.

She will run on Mayor
Wayne Hall Sr.’s ticket in the
March election for a full term,
Hall said on Friday. Hall is
running for re-election; he said
he didn’t know Broderick
before interviewing her for the
justice appointment.

Broderick and the associate
justice, Miguel Alvarado,
handle issues such as traffic
tickets, building permits and
code violations. They do not
oversee felony cases, Hall
said.

“Hempstead is a busy court,”

the mayor said.

City awards $2.1M
to raze incinerator

TheGlenCoveCityCouncil
unanimously voted Jan. 10 to
spend $2,159,000 to demolish an
incinerator that sits on land the
citywants to convert into a park.

TotalWrecking and Environ-
mental LLCwon the bid, which
was by far the lowest of the
three received,Mayor Reginald
Spinello said. TotalWrecking is
based in the Buffalo suburb of
Tonawanda.

City officialswant to trans-
form the incinerator and a
nearby composting facility, both
ofwhich have been shuttered,
into a park.

The 8.8-acre site is next to the
19-acre JohnMaccaroneMemo-
rial Stadium,which includes
eight sports fields, alongwith
batting cages and a basketball
court.

The council also agreed to
spend $26,687 on a new sweeper
vacuum for themunicipal golf
course.

Hicksville-basedMalvese
Equipment Co., Inc., submitted
the only bid, city spokeswoman
Lisa Travatello said.
